Action Plan:

Minutes were submitted for documentation of all dialog and actions taken for
recommendations to courses at the 3 and 4" year. The Teacher Education
Department will implement all recommendations in the spring semester 2016.

The Teacher Education Department meets every Tuesday of each month to discuss all
course work from 100-200 level to 300-400 level to ensure that all courses are in
alignment with TED curriculum framework and matrixes and that all faculty are
following the curriculum matrixes.



Further discussion will be conducted to ensure the validity of rubrics used for each
course and to determine the rigor of courses from 100-400 level courses. In addition,
calibration exercises will be conducted reviewing different assignments to ensure that
instructors are following the rubric and using the same standard of ratings per
assignment.
