"It is in living and acting that man establishes his relationship with being, with the truth and with the good. The artist has a special
relationship to beauty.

Those who perceive in themselves this kind of divine spark which is the
artistic vocation--as poet, writer, sculptor, architect, musician, actor, and so on--feel at the same time the obligation not to waste this talent
but to develop it, in order to put it at the service of their neighbor and of humanity as a whole. Society needs artists, just as it needs
scientists, technicians, workers, professional people, witnesses of the faith, teachers, fathers, and mothers, who ensure the growth of the

person and the development of the community by means of that supreme art form which is the "art of education”
